Volunteer Requirements

All volunteers must be 16 years of age or older to work with the HSGGL.  Children between the ages of 13 and 15 are welcome to volunteer; however, an adult must accompany them at all times.  (We love parent and child volunteer teams!)

Volunteer Opportunities

Front Office/Adoption Assistant - Assist the Shelter Manager by greeting visitors, answering the telephone, answering basic questions about the HSGGL, spay and neuter clinics, and the animals available for adoption, and general office tasks as needed.

Animal Care Team - Animal care volunteers enjoy a great deal of physical contact with the animals.  Their primary responsibility is to ensure that all animals are well cared for.  Activities may include dog and cat socialization (provide exercise, play, and hands-on activities), and bathing or grooming the animals to get them ready for off-site events or potential adoption.

Kennel Assistant -  Help the animal-care staff with basic cleaning and feeding in kennel areas.  This may include washing dishes, helping with laundry, and cleaning kennels.

Foster Care Team -  Foster families provide temporary care for pets who need extra time and attention before they can be available for adoption.  This is a high-responsibility position and can involve providing medical care, grooming and socializing.  The time commitment required varies between a few days and a few months depending on each pet's needs.  Click here for more information on the Foster Care program.

Fund raiser Team - Work with a dedicated group of volunteers who plan and organize special events and fund raisers throughout the year.  Fund raisers are vital to the Humane Society since we are a non-profit organization which relies solely on donations to help the animals.  Looking for creative and motivated individuals.

Festival Booths and Special Events - Volunteers are needed to be our ambassadors, answer questions about the Humane Society, and promote our adoptable animals at local events, which include Grove Fest, Pelican Festival, and Remote Adoptions.  Volunteers are also responsible to help transport animals to and from the off-site events.

Photographer/Videographer - Take pictures of adoptable animals to showcase on the HS website and on Petfinder.com.  Good writing skills and digital photography skills are preferred. . . and lots of patience is needed, too!  Also take photos and/or videos of Humane Society special events and activities.

Transportation Team - Transport animals that are in need of medical care to and from veterinarian and to and from spay/neuter clinic in Jay, OK.

Maintenance Team – Assist with various odd jobs, such as painting, carpentry, plumbing and general upkeep of shelter facility.

Donation Pick-up - Pick up and deliver various donations of food and other items on an as needed basis.  Personal vehicle and trailer required.  Also pickup and deliver trailer of aluminum cans to recycle center on an as needed basis.

Thrift Store - Work shifts in the Second Chance Thrift Store, volunteer to sort and price merchandise, or help pick up donated items from individual homes.
